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IMPORTANT ANNOUNCEMENT *  PIBROCH  DISTRIBUTION 
 

In order to be better stewards of our resources, the Board of Managers at its September meeting voted to change 
the way the PIBROCH is circulated.  Beginning with the first issue in 2010, the PIBROCH will be sent by bulk mail 
permit, which should only increase delivery time by a few days in most cases, but will save the Society 
considerable postage costs given the announced increase by the U.S. Postal Service of its first-class rates next 
Spring. 
 
The PIBROCH will continue to be posted on the Society’s website, http://standrewsbaltimore.org, where it can be 
viewed, read, downloaded, and/or printed by the membership.  With rising postage and printing expenses, this on-
line edition can save your Society unnecessary publication and distribution costs.
