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On January 24 this year, all around the world Scots 
celebrated the 250th birthday of a very remarkable poet, 
a friend to many from Dumfries where he was an Excise 
Officer, to Alloway where he was born in 1759 and 
raised on a farm, and where the famed Brig O' Doon is 
located, to Kilmarnock in the pubs where he liked to 
recite his poetry and Dean Castle, the ancestral home of 
the Boyds where his International Burns Society is 
housed.  His first poems were published in 1786 in 
Kilmarnock by John Wilson for three schillings a copy.  
Scotland remembers him in plaques where he visited, in 
a marble statue and a stained glass window in 
Edinburgh. Burn's Nicht suppers are held all over, even 
in Peking and Moscow.  And his best know poem, 'Old 
Lang Syne' is sung everywhere.  He sent this poem to a 
friend, Mrs Dunlop on 17 December 1788, eventually 
sending it to his publisher Thompson with the note, "One 
more song and I am done, Old Lang Syne".  At Rolling 
Road Golf Course, 144 members and guests enjoyed a 
wonderful evening with the concerted efforts of Colin 
Bell, Katrine Anderson (our excellent singer), Marshall 
Grier, Edward McFarland (Piper), Dick Libby, the 
incomparable Al Schudel, the Reverends George Toole 
and Ernest Smart, Arthur McAra, Jack Gordon, Ann 
Everhart, and m' humble self.

and dear to the hearts of 
Scots and Scottish-Americans, since this concept is 
what gives us our unique identity.  I am reprinting last 
year’s Tartan Day message so that we can remember 
the purpose of the day and be thankful for the heritage 
that has made us a beacon to the rest of the world.  
Enjoy.�

Tartan Day Best Wishes 
“Yet if he (Bruce) should give up what he has begun, 
and agree to make us or our kingdom subject to the King 
of England or the English, we should exert ourselves at 
once to drive him out as our enemy and a subverter of 
his own rights and ours, and make some other man who 
was well able to defend us our King; for as long as but a 
hundred of us remain alive, never will we on any 
conditions be brought under English rule.  It is in truth 
not for glory, nor riches, nor honours that we are fighting, 
but for freedom – for that alone, which no honest man 
gives up but with life itself.”  - Declaration of Arbroath,  
6th April 1320 
 
“Freedom” - a word far too many of us as Americans 
take for granted.  We expect to live in freedom.  It is our 
right under our laws and heritage as Americans.  
Throughout the world there are still multitudes who crave 
“freedom,” and each day risk their lives in an endeavor 
to obtain it.  Even in our own country freedom has come 
with a cost, and that cost has been the lives, wealth and 
reputations of many of our forefathers who knew that the 
sweetness of freedom was nurtured by the blood of 
martyrs and harvested from thorny fields at grave risk. 
 
So too, it was for our Scottish ancestors, who in April of 
1320 made a statement, unequalled in its eloquent plea 
for freedom.  Bearing the seals of fifty-one earls and 
barons, the Scottish declaration of independence asked 
Pope John XXII to accept Scotland as a sovereign 
nation, and declared this as the prerogative of the Scots 
people as opposed to a King of Scots.  It further 
addressed the right of the nobility to choose someone 
else as their king if the current one did anything to 
threaten their Scottish independence.  This unheard of 
concept may have been the first expression of a  

 
“contractual monarchy.”  It most definitely set the wishes 
and will of the people above that of the King. 
 
According to John Prebble (The Lion in the North: One 
Thousand Years of Scotland’s History, Penguin Books), 
the roots of Robert the Bruce’s “…kingship were Celtic, 
and a Celtic tradition was here invoked, the memory of 
the Seven Earls, the Seven Sons of Cruithne the Pict in 
who, it was believed, had rested the ancient right of 
tanistry, the elevation of kings by selection.  This unique 
relationship of king and people would influence their 
history henceforward…”  
 
As well as this statement about rule by the will of the 
people, the Declaration of Arbroath also affirmed man’s 
right to freedom, as well as his duty to defend it with his 
life.  These stirring concepts influenced writers of our 
own Nation’s Declaration of Independence, as the 
rousing sentiments of the original Declaration of 
Arbroath are mirrored in the bold cry for justice and 
essential human rights, particularly Freedom and Liberty. 
 
The Declaration of Arbroath was successful in that the 
Pontiff, John XXII, did pressure the English monarch, 
and due to his intervention, a short-lived peace treaty 
between Scotland and England was signed by the 
English king, Edward III (successor to Edward II) on 
March 1, 1328.  This, known as the Treaty of 
Northampton, renounced all English claims to Scotland 
and acknowledged Robert the Bruce’s complete and 
unambiguous rule of Scotland, with no subjugation to 
England.  The new treaty was further sealed by the 
marriage between Robert’s son, David (David II of 
Scotland) and Edward’s sister, Joanna. 
 
So, as we look to celebrate Tartan Day, please be 
reminded of the reason it is important to us as Scottish-
Americans.  It is within our heritage, both as Americans 
and as Scots to cherish Freedom.  In the words of John 
Prebble, “The truth once spoken cannot be checked, the 
seed once planted controls its growth, and the liberty 
which men secure for themselves must be given to 
others, or it will be taken as they took it.  Freedom is a 
hardy plant and must flower in equality and 
brotherhood.”  Freedom is our birth-right and we need to 
be its protectors. 
 
“It is in truth not for glory, nor riches, nor honours that we are 
fighting, but for freedom – for that alone, which no honest man 
gives up but with life itself.”  - Extract from the Declaration of 
Arbroath 
 
“Freedom!” 
 
Aye,  Bob 
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The name usually given to the letter of the Scottish 
barons to Pope John XXII, dated at Arbroath on 6 April 
1320, which proclaimed the ancient independence of 
Scotland and denounced English efforts at conquest. It 
was part of Robert I of Scotland's response to his 
threatened excommunication for failing to observe papal 
demands for a truce. The letter attracted little attention 
till the late 17th cent., since when it has often been 
described as a Scottish ‘Declaration of Independence’. 

The original, delivered to the Pope in Avignon is lost, but 
was acknowledged on 28th August 1320. The Pope 
wrote to Edward II urging him to make peace, although it 
was not until 1324 that the Pope addressed Robert 
Bruce as King. Finally, in 1328, Edward III formally 
recognized King Robert's title and the independence of 
Scotland.  

During the time of Scotland’s quest for independence, 
there existed two popes, John VIII of AlexandriaI and 
John XII. The death of Pope Clement V in 1314 was 
followed by a sedisvacancy of two years, due to 
disagreements between the cardinals, who were split 
into two factions. After two years, Philip V of France 
(1316–22) finally in 1316 managed to arrange a 
conclave of twenty-three cardinals in Lyon. This 
conclave elected Jacques Duèze, who took the name 
John XXII and was crowned in Lyon. He set up his 
residence in Avignon, France rather than Rome, 
continuing the Avignon Papacy of his predecessor. 

John XXII involved himself in the politics and religious 
movements of many European countries in order to 
advance the interests of the Church. This made him a 
very controversial pope at the time. 

Even with the controversy of this religious figure, the 
importance of his approval of the letter “Declaration of 
Arbroath” meant new life for Scots then and “Scotland 
Forever” now. 

 
 
 
 
 
 

Pope John XXII (1316-1334) 
Declaration of Arbroath 
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Seemingly simple. A granite rock, a sheet of ice, a target 
42 yards away. Finish with your rocks closer to the target 
than your opponents', and your team of four wins a 
game in which keen competition mixes with a wonderful 
social atmosphere. �

But wait: this is an Olympic sport, played by people 
across the world from ages 8 to 80. There must be more 
to it.  

And there is. The rocks curl (or curve) down the sheet, 
traveling over an ice surface rife with nuances thanks to 
specially applied 'pebble' of frozen mist that lets the 42-
pound rocks move with surprisingly little effort. Finesse 
and control of how hard rocks are thrown (the 'weight') 
become the important factors, not strength. The weight 
of a thrown rock affects the amount of curl, but a rock's 
progress can be altered by judicious sweeping to polish 
the ice in front of it, making a rock move both farther and 
straighter. Added complications are crafty opponents 
who place their stones in positions to block your access 
to the center of the target (the 'house'). You have to think 
several rocks ahead to make sure that, at the completion 
of each end of 16 rocks, your rocks are closest to the 
button, the center of the house.  

So curling is a game of strategy, of finesse, and yes of 
fitness. A team's sweepers travel up to two miles in a 
game and, at the highest levels of the sport, expend the 
same energy as a sprinter in a 200 meter dash."  

�
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Otherwise known as the 
“E.T.C.,” the Escort to the 
Colors is the unofficial “face” 
of the St. Andrew’s Society of 
Baltimore.  In March, you will 
find them in the St. Patrick’s 
Day Parade going through 
the main streets of Baltimore.  
Come July, they will be doing the same thing in the July 
4th Parade in Towson.  On Memorial Day, you can find 
them at the Korean War Memorial in Canton and on 
December 7th they are on the USCG Taney in 
Baltimore’s Inner Harbor. 
 
Some of them are church going as well.  They make up 
most of the members attending “Kirkins” throughout the 
year – at the Basilica in April, St. Anne’s Episcopal in 
Annapolis in June, Perry Hall Presbyterian and 
Emmanuel Episcopal in Baltimore in November.  
 
Many are rugged sportsmen and like the fresh air of 
Highland Games, so in April you’ll find them at the 
Colonial Highland Games in Fair Hill, Md. and in October 
at the Anne Arundel Scottish Festival.

One thing that has not changed inside the Basilica is its 
marvelous acoustics, and the bagpipes sound as 
glorious now as they did in the past.  The Baltimore City 
Pipes and Drums under the direction of our own Pipe 
Major Ed McFarland will greatly enhance our worship 
experience as well as that of the parishioners. 
 
Following the Mass, we shall adjourn to Mick O’Shea’s 
Irish Pub on Charles Street for good conversation, good 
fellowship accompanied by good beer and food.  Those 
who came last year had a wonderful time.
